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Abstract

This study aimed to evaluate attitude and acceptations of sheep rearing of goat
farmer in Yala province. The data were randomly collected from 394 farmers. The
research tool was a structural questionnaire and collected by interview. The statistic
employ were frequency, distribution and percentage.

The results revealed that interviewed farmer were man and woman closely (man:
55.33%, woman: 44.69%). 99.75% were Muslims. Most of interviewed farmer were more
than 41 years old (68.77%), marriage status (84.01%), graduated elementary education
degree (51.27%), farmer (64.21%), less than 10,000 bath monthly whole income (74.62%).
The most farmers didn’t have knowledge and experiences about sheep (84.01%). The
statement that goat farmers agree most is “sheep is proper to rear for consumption and
sell” (15.74%). the statement that goat farmers don’t agree most is “sheep looks clean”
(8.88%). the average scores of attitude were 3.18 (nice attitude). The statement “sheep
rarely select the feed” was the highest score (3.60). The statement “sheep looks clean”
was the lowest score (2.59). The most goat farmer needed government office giving goat
farming knowledge, especially about goat disease and treatment. They didn’t rearing the

sheep because they looks dirty and not be flavor among consumer.
